A Celebration of Rag Rugs  is a national exhibition which has just opened in the Millenium Gallery at Nantwich Museum and runs until Sat 17 July. It features the work of top textile artists from across the UK including Jan Coxill, Louisa and Lewis Creed, Debbie Siniska and Cheshire-based Kath Evans and Lynne Stein.  One rug featuring the Museum's 'sun logo' has been specially made by members of the Museum’s craft group. 
 

Rag rugs are a traditional art form dating back hundreds of years. They are currently enjoying a revival of interest not only as a means of making economical floor coverings but also attractive unique home furnishings and artwork. These include rugs, cushions and wall hangings focussing on the aesthetic. Rules are virtually non-existent. The exhibition explores the diversity of style, design and technique from the traditional to the contemporary.
